My words reach out to the non-Indian: Look now
before it's far too late - see what is being done to
others in your name and see what destruction you
sanction when you say nothing. Your own treaty,
the one between yourselves and the government, is
being violated daily; … the Constitution.

Men of all colors, cultures and religions must
stand together to oppose the genocidal policies that
face us all as the corporate world seeks to enslave all, and pit
one nation against another.

If you try to right what is wrong, you will surely meet great
opposition and … risk imprisonment or death.

I will continue to speak, write and organize until
Grandfather himself quiets my life. If I can do this in prison,
I have no doubt you can do much better where you stand.
